“Therefore, let all Israel be assured of this: God has 

made this Jesus, whom you crucified, both Lord 

and Christ.” When the people heard this, they were 

cut to the heart and said to Peter and the other 

apostles, “Brothers, what shall we do?” 

Peter replied, “Repent and be baptized, every one 

of you, in the name of Jesus Christ for the 

forgiveness of your sins. And you will receive the 

gift of the Holy Spirit. The promise is for you, your 

children and for all who are far off - for all whom the 

Lord our God will call.” With many other words he 

warned them: and he pleaded with them, “Save 

yourselves from this corrupt generation.” Those 

who accepted his message were baptized, and 

about 3000 were added to their number that day. 

The Acts 2 Church



They devoted themselves to the apostles’ teaching 

and to the fellowship, to the breaking of bread and 

to prayer. Everyone was filled with awe, and many 

wonders and miraculous signs were done by the 

apostles. All believers were together and had 

everything in common. Selling their possessions 

and goods, they gave to anyone as he had need. 

Every day they continued to meet together in the 

temple courts. They broke bread in their homes 

and ate together with glad and sincere hearts, 

praising God and enjoying the favor of all the 

people. And the Lord added to their number 

daily those who were being saved.

3 Nonnegotiables to Live by Daily

• God First.
Be still and KNOW that HE is God. Spend time in the morning 

(Mark 1:35) to listen, not just talk. He needs to give you your 

marching orders. Psalm 46:10. Worship Your Maker. Psalm 95:6. 

In Spirit and Truth. John 4:24. He MUST come before anything 

and everything else if you are a true believer. With your T3 - time 

(schedule), talents (gifting, work, ministry), and treasures (money, 

home, relationships). Matthew 22:37-40.

• Speak Scripture.
Jesus answered in Scripture and so should we. Go read 

Matthew 4 - Jesus answered, “It is written!” Your feelings and 

opinions don’t matter. Jesus matters and He is the Word. 

John 1:1. To speak Scripture, you must know Scripture. Stand 

firm in Jesus by standing firm on His Word. 2 Timothy 3:16-17. 

Be a Berean. Acts 17:11-12. All 66 books are Jesus and the

Gospel, which means Good News! God never changes. 

• Pray Powerfully.
Spirit-filled, spirit led. Ephesians 6:18. You don’t have because 

you don’t have. Ask with a right heart and you will receive, if in line 

with His Will. James 4:2-3. Persistently, with fasting, and groans to 

deep for words. Romans 8:26-27.

He will provide and protect and guide in 

whatever situation or battle 

HE is sending you into. 

Remember what it says in Luke 10:5. 

Jesus says to go into a house and say - 

“Peace to this house.” 

If someone who promotes peace is there, 

your peace will rest on them.

If not, your peace will leave them. 

So we go with peace, but it is up to the person 

to receive this precious gift.

SHIELD OF FAITH



What is

the Shield of Faith?

 First, let me tell you what faith is. 

“Now, faith is being certain of what hope for and 

confident of what we cannot see.” (Hebrews 11:1) 

We “get faith” when we make a freewill choice 

to believe in Jesus Christ as God of the universe 

and as Lord and Savior of our personal life. 

The minute we believe this in our heart 

and confess it with our lips,

 we receive the gift of the Holy Spirit – 

the actual Spirit of God living inside of us. 

He is spiritual not physical. 

Like the wind, you cannot see Him, 

but you absolutely know He is there 

and feel His power, His comfort, His counsel.

With this shield of faith, you protect 

your heart and vital organs in battle, 

you fight off the fiery darts of the enemy, 

move mountains, heal miraculously and so much more.

HELMET of 

SALVATION



What is

the Helmet of Salvation?

 When a soldier suits for battle, 

the helmet is the last piece of armor to go on. 

It is the final act of readiness 

in preparation for combat. 

A helmet protects the brain, 

the control center for the rest of the body. 

If the head is badly damaged, 

the rest of the armor would be of little use. 

It also makes us brave to know that as long as our 

whole body and mind and heart have accepted Jesus as 

our Lord and Savior, we do not have to be concerned at 

all if we die in battle. Because as Paul says in 

Philippians 1:21 - “to die is gain, to live is Christ.”

Therefore, with salvation secured as a helmet covering 

our entire being and soul, nothing Satan throws at us 

can ever defeat us.
